Test 2: Release in case of collision

Quasi-static test:
The maximal force must not exceed 150 N (3 repetitions) neither at room
temperature nor -20°C.

Test 3: Geometrical design and colours

The panel must have the size of ca. 0.75 x 0.50 m for GS and SG.
Commonly no colours other than red or blue are permitted.

Test 4: Wind permeability

The panel must be made of wind-permeable material.
